The dancers, all of whom competed and 
placed in their respective categories included: Josh 2nd and Jay 3rd in Men’s Fancy, Donita Neconie 2nd and 
Shawndae Sharp 3rd in Women’s Traditional, Haley Dawson 1st in Junior Girls Traditional, Sherman Addi 1st 
in Boy’s Fancy, Pete Neconie 1st and Page Burgess 2nd in Southern Men’s Traditional, Junior VanPelt 1st in 
Boy’s Grass, Alexis Hill 2nd in Teen Girl’s Fancy Shawl, Cheyenne VanPelt 3rd in Girl’s Fancy Shawl, Ray 
Silva 3rd and Jimmy Big Mountain 4th in Northern Men’s Traditional, and Keith Sharphead 3rd in Men’s 
Grass.  Wow, dancers, that was quite an accomplishment.  Along for moral support were Phil/Cathi Hill, 
Erlette Lamont, Justine Lamont-Hill, Vivian Dawson, Jess Eagleman, Deysi Lopez and Whitney Gonzoles. 
 
Jul 14 – The USDA Veterinary Services EEO Special Emphasis Program hosted the Fourth Annual 
Multicultural Day at its headquarters in Riverdale, MD.  The Native American Program presented the 
Piscataway Indian Nation Singers and Dancers.  Mark Tayac served as the emcee/singer.  Dancing were 
James Edwards/Jay Hill/Josh Hill/Katie Issenock.  Mitchell Bush and Chache Hill were along for moral 
support.  Other special emphasis programs which took part in the multicultural program included the 
African-American Program (A-AP), Asian Pacific Islander Program (APIP), Disabilities Program, Federal 
Women’s Program (FWP), Gay, Lesbian, Bisexual, Transgender Program, and the Hispanic Program (HEP).    
 
Jul 17 – The dedication of a new historical highway marker honoring Wowinchapuncke, Chief of the now 
defunct Paspahegh Tribe was held at the Two Rivers Country Club at Governor’s Land in Williamsburg.  
Sponsored by the Virginia Council on Indians, Virginia Department of Historic Resources, and the country 
club which donated land for the reburial of the Paspahegh Indians during the 1991 archaeological 
excavations.  The work of the archaeologists who participated in the research and those who coordinated the 
reburial of the Paspahegh was commemorated during the marker ceremony.  Chief Stephen Adkins 
(Chickahominy), James City County Administrator Sanford Wanner, archaeologist Mary Ellen Hodgen, and 
Ivor Noel Humen, renowned former director of archaeology at Colonial Williamsburg.  Wowinchapuncke 
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was killed in a skirmish near Jamestown in February 1611 after the English destroyed a Paspahegh town in 
1610 and executed Wowinchapuncke’s wife and children. 
 
Jul 17-19 – The Baltimore American Indian Center (BAIC) held its 35th Annual Powwow at the Maryland 
State Fairground and Exhibition Hall in Timonium, MD.  Mitchell Bush traveled to the powwow on Sunday 
(July 19) to check on AIS participation in the powwow.  The head staff including the emcee, head man/lady, 
host drum (Southern Sun), guest drums (Stoney Creek/Young Society) were primarily from North Carolina.  
The arena director, however, was Schirra Gray (Piscataway).  AIS members among the vendors included Jim 
Armagost, Gary/Sharon Schoch, Rudy/Mary Hall (Accohannock tribal booth) and Beverly Little Hawk 
(Bending Water Park booth).  AIS members/friends there for moral support or to dance included Andy 
Grunion, Derek/Mary Ann Robbins, Hannah Jacobs, Joe Whatmough, Rico Newman, Keith Anderson, and 
Michelle/Elizabeth/Katy (2nd place teen fancy) Rule.  Dennis Zotigh gave the invocation on Sunday 
afternoon and performed the hoop dance during the afternoon program.  There were a couple of Lumbee 
food booths.  The cost for a “Lumbee taco” was $8.00 each.  Your reporter didn’t get one so is not qualified 
to comment on the taco’s quality.  The competition dances took place in the afternoon with competitors in 
each event.  The announcement of winners took place near the close of the powwow.  Arvel Bird (2007 
NAMMY Artist of the Year) was featured several times during the weekend…. Meanwhile, a couple of 
hundred miles west, Ezra Fields hosted an annual powwow in Tipton, PA.  Blackbear sang.  Donita Neconie 
was the Head Lady Dancer.  Singing for Blackbear were Pete Neconie, Jay and Josh Hill, Greg Sharp, Dan 
Addi and Page Burgess.  Most DC area dancers placed in their respective categories.  Shawndae Sharp took 
1st in Women’s Traditional, Pete Neconie 1st and Page Burgess 3rd in Men’s Traditional, Josh Hill 1st and Jay 
Hill 4 th in Men’s Fancy, Katie Issenock 1st in Women’s Fancy Shawl, Haley Dawson 1st in Jr. Girl’s 
Traditional, Sherman Addi 2nd in Jr. Fancy, and AIS Junior Princess Alexis Hill placed in Girl’s Fancy 
Shawl.  Pete Yazzie was a vendor.  Along for moral support were Vivian Dawson, Juanita Neconie, Eve Hill, 
Phil/Cathi Hill, Erlette Lamont, Theresa/Petey Hill and Mike Beatty. 
 
Jul 24 – The Association of American Indian Physicians hosted a powwow at the Westin Hotel in 

Alexandria in conjunction with 
their 38th Annual Meeting and 
National Health Conference.  
The evening began with a 
gourd dance.  The Blackbear 
Singers (Pete Neconie, Jay and 
Josh Hill, Greg Sharp and Page 
Burgess) sang.  There were 
about a dozen men dancers and  
about a dozen women dancers 
in the gourd dance.  Tim Moore 
and Evans Craig were the local 
dancers.  After the gourd dance 
the powwow began with a 
grand entry.  While many of the 
dancers were from out of town, 
the local Natives were well 
represented.

The 
evening consisted of exhibition, specials, honor dances, and a 50/50, auction and raffle.  Among the dancers 
were Shawndae Sharp, Donita/Kayla Neconie, Haley Dawson, Tim Moore, Jay and Josh Hill, Katie 
Issenock, Alexis Hill, Junior/Cheyenne Van Pelt, Mary Phillips, Mary Milam, Schirra/Dorothy Gray, 
Jennifer Zotigh, Pete Neconie, Page Burgess, and Nita One Bear.  Along for moral support were 
Karen/Manuel Rodriguez, Joe Whatmough, Terry Snowball, Machel Monenerkit, Tom/Phyllis David, Eve 
Hill, Phil/Cathi Hill, Erlette Lamont, Justine Lamont-Hill, Rico Newman, Juanita Neconie, Balerma Burgess 
and Mitchell Bush.  Fredericka Joseph and Vera Anquoe served as judges.  Sharon Folgar set up as a vendor, 
while Leon Leuppe videotaped the evening’s event.  The powwow ended around midnight.

Eagle” Kays (arena director), Keith “Hides the Sun” Anderson (head man dancer), Donna “Water Lily” 
Richardson (head lady dancer), Yough ta nund (host drum), and Red Earth Singers/Wolf Nation (guest 
drums).  AIS members/friends who served as vendors included Rudy/Mary Hall, Beverly Little Hawk, 
Ray/Angel Couch, Diane Hutchenson, and George White Wolf.  There were around two dozen vendors 
including three food vendors.  Mitchell Bush and Verde Halley traveled to the powwow Sunday and took 
part in the Veterans Honoring Dance during the grand entry.  Joe Whatmough visited the powwow on 
Saturday after attending the powwow at the Westin Hotel on Friday.  Michael “Grayhawk” Parsons who 
attended the Shenandoah and Baltimore powwows also danced at the Cheroenhaka Nottoway powwow.

Minutes – August 5, 2009 

The Church of St. Clement - Episcopal, Alexandria, Virginia  
President Michael Nephew called the meeting to order at 8:03 p.m.  Steve Hill offered the opening prayer.  The 
following members/guests were present: Mitchell Bush, Karen Collins, Phyllis/Tom David, Glen/Myra Dunwoody, 
Darlene Farmer, Tia Gibbs, Verde Halley, Eve Hill, Jay Hill, Phil/Cathi Hill, Steve Hill, Nick Gibbs-Hill, Pete Homer, 
Faye Lone, Manuel Recio, Karen/Manuel Rodriguez, Mary Sunbeam, Marietta Van Pelt/Dakota Adams, Ricaree/ 
Cynthia/Tiombe/Tahj Vaughan, Samuel Wakefield, Joyce Wakefield and Jim Ward.   No guests were introduced. 

The minutes of the July 1, 2009 meeting were read by Karen Mallicoat-Rodriguez and approved with one correction – 
“Designated” changed to “Distinguished” service award.   Faye Lone gave the Treasurer’s report of AIS accounts. 

Old Business:  Marietta VanPelt, Scholarship Chair, recommended scholarships be granted as follows: 6 AIS member 
full time student awards at $1000 each, 2 AIS member part time student awards at $500 each, and 3 non-member full 
time student awards at $500 each.   Mitchell Bush motioned that awards be granted as recommended, seconded and 
carried unanimously.  Recipients have been asked to help out and some have indicated they will help at Nanticoke taco 
booth.  Mary suggested that non-local recipients be asked to pray… Jay reported on arena progress.  Almost complete.  
He needs topsoil and bobcat to complete the work.  Arrangements will be made to get needed items delivered.  Arena 
should be ready for dedication in September.  Procedures for Veterans Memorial Wall plaques will be researched and 
announced… Jay will submit a time and materials proposal for reinforcing banks using I-beams and leftover timber… 
Mitchell reported on the July 4th picnic at Indian Pines… The AIS Anniversary picnic will be held on August 22 at 
Herndon Community Center.  Bring a potluck dish and bring or join various sports teams.  Facility rental will be $400+ 
and up to $250 was authorized to pick up balls and other items needed.  An announcement will be sent out… Discussed 
the AIS Website and the need to find a new webmaster to revise and update it and remove or correct pay button links… 
Eve Hill asked for a $1000 emergency loan and the executive board chose to give her a $500 loan and $500 gift… AIS 
was thanked on behalf of Ciera Snay Hill for the sponsorship.  She became a High School All American and had many 
opportunities open up for her…  Mary reported that many volunteers have not yet been paid or received their certificates 
from the ball.  Michael/Karen will work to mail the items after receiving amounts/addresses from Mary… Motion that 
Dave Henderson be given $150 for his and his sons’ work at the ball and that a blanket be purchased and sent to the 
ball’s volunteer webmaster were carried.  

New Business: Members voted to reimburse $700 in hotel bills the princesses submitted and establish a committee to 
coordinate with princesses and arrange for rooms when needed for princesses and Mitchell Bush (AIS Booth).   Vanessa 
VanPelt (former AIS Princess) volunteered to chair the committee.  Procedures and budget need to be established… 
Phyllis David reported she did not receive any award/princess nominations.  Princess Tiombe Vaughan and Junior 
Princesses Alexis Hill accepted automatic nomination and Haley Dawson was nominated for Princess.  Princess vote 
will be held at the AIS Anniversary… Pete Homer was nominated and selected for the Distinguished Service Award by 
acclimation… Keevin Lewis, Phyllis David and Karen Collins were nominated for the Outstanding Club Member 
Award.  Karen and Phyllis both declined nomination, and Keevin Lewis was selected by acclimation for his work with 
AIS Scholarships… Darlene Farmer offered to arrange a Native American Tour of the Pentagon Department of 
Defense.
